Introduction to the Lithics Trivia Folder.

Over the years I have been asked by teachers to talk to students about “Arrowheads”, their production, and how the early Americans (Indians) lived. Teachers always want a copy of my “Lesson Plan”, as does the Principal for the school. Speaking to other groups about Lithic Tool Replication, including knapping classes, necessitated generating another CD or expanding this CD. Before too long I had over 30 folders and many files. I attempted to group the subjects according to the audience, this was not successful. The best format is probably to present each subject individually, in a folder or file, then develop a simple reference system and let the reader, based on their interest, chose the subjects they wish to read. 
I started to work on the individual subject format, and at this time my DELL 4600 began to selectively apply the “Read Only” attribute to many folders/files. As of this date, the 4600 is still doing this despite many attempts by me, and DELL, to correct the problem.

Therefore, you will find much duplication in the 18 folders, the many subfolders and files, and I have not attempted to rework the CD format. I hope to eliminate the duplication at a later date. So when you find duplication, skip it. (some one said I was computer challenged)
